Admission to the African University of Excellence (AUE) is governed by institutional admissions policies aligned with the Namibian Qualifications Framework (NQF), NCHE requirements, and programme-specific accreditation conditions. Admission is competitive and subject to meeting minimum academic and, where applicable, professional criteria.


5.1 Admission to Certificate Programmes (NQF Level 5)
Applicants must meet one of the following minimum requirements:
· A National Senior Secondary Certificate (NSSC) Ordinary Level with at least 20 points across five subjects, including English; or
· An equivalent school-leaving qualification recognised by NCHE; or
· Admission through Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) for mature applicants with relevant work experience.
5.2 Admission to Diploma Programmes (NQF Level 6)
Applicants must meet one of the following minimum requirements:
· A National Senior Secondary Certificate (NSSC) Ordinary Level with at least 25 points across five subjects, including English; or
· A relevant Certificate at NQF Level 5; or
· An equivalent qualification recognised by NCHE; or
· Admission through RPL for applicants with appropriate professional or vocational experience.
5.3 Admission to Bachelor’s Degree Programmes (NQF Level 7 / 8)
Applicants must meet one of the following minimum requirements:
· A National Senior Secondary Certificate (NSSC) Ordinary and/or Higher Level with a minimum of 25–30 points (depending on the programme), including:
· English (minimum D symbol at Higher Level or equivalent);
· Programme-specific subjects where applicable (e.g. Mathematics for Technology-related programmes);
· A relevant Diploma at NQF Level 6; or
· An equivalent international qualification recognised by NCHE; or
· Admission through RPL for mature applicants with substantial and relevant work experience.
Programme-Specific Notes:
· Law programmes may require higher English proficiency;
· Technology and Innovation programmes may require Mathematics or related subjects;
· Education programmes may include additional selection criteria.
5.4 Admission to Honours and Postgraduate Diploma Programmes (NQF Level 8)
Applicants must hold:
· A recognised Bachelor’s degree (NQF Level 7) in a cognate field; or
· An equivalent qualification recognised by NCHE.


5.5 Admission to Master’s Degree Programmes (NQF Level 9)
Applicants must hold:
· An Honours degree or Postgraduate Diploma at NQF Level 8 in a related discipline; or
· An equivalent qualification recognised by NCHE.
Additional requirements may include:
· Relevant work experience;
· Research proposal (where applicable);
· Selection interview.
5.6 Admission to Doctoral Programmes (NQF Level 10)
Applicants must hold:
· A recognised Master’s degree at NQF Level 9 in a relevant field; and
· A viable doctoral research proposal aligned with AUE’s research focus areas.
Admission is subject to supervisory capacity and approval by the Higher Degrees Committee.
5.7 Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL)
AUE recognises prior formal, non-formal, and informal learning. RPL enables access, advanced standing, or credit transfer where learning outcomes are demonstrably equivalent to those of the relevant qualification.
Applicants seeking admission or advanced standing through RPL are required to submit a Portfolio of Evidence demonstrating relevant learning, competencies, skills, and work experience aligned to the learning outcomes of the target qualification. The portfolio may include, but is not limited to, academic transcripts, certificates, workplace records, reflective narratives, references, and evidence of professional practice.
All RPL applications and portfolios are assessed in accordance with the AUE RPL Policy and relevant NCHE guidelines, using approved assessment criteria and procedures.
